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PURPOSE:

To ensure that residents and their designated representative are appropriately notified and informed of the current regulations regarding bed hold/therapeutic leave guidelines due to the policy change in the 2017/2018 NYS Executive Budget

PROCEDURE:
1. Upon admission and again at the time of transfer, the facility shall inform and provide information to the resident and/or their designated representative about the bed retention policy.  

2. Upon transfer of the resident to the hospital, Social Services shall be responsible for notifying the resident/designated representative within 24 hours of the discontinuation of bed retention provisions in writing, said notification to be included in the transfer documentation. 

3. If the social worker is unavailable, the above duty falls to the nursing supervisor.  In addition, the nursing department shall be responsible for verbally informing the resident of pending hospital transfer. 
4. Bedhold will be unaffected (Same, specific bed will be saved) when the patient/resident is under 21 and eligible under NYC bedhold requirements or if they are a Medicaid Sponsored Hospice Resident. The facility will hold the bed for up to 14 days in any 12-month period. 
5. Medicaid will only reimburse a nursing facility for 10 days per calendar year for therapeutic leave per 12-month period when discharge occurs at a time of 95% occupancy or greater. 
6. During this period, the facility is required to hold open the specific resident bed for the entire duration of the allotted therapeutic leave retention days (up to 10 days.) 

7. To qualify for Medicaid therapeutic leave bed retention, a resident must have established residency in the facility for 30 days, of which at least one has Medicaid as the primary payor.  All documentation will be filed and retained for a period of 7 years after bed retention date for validation and verification. 

8. Any resident/family may elect to pay privately for any bed retention 

9. The hospital is not a “discharge location” therefore the facility is still required to transfer residents back to the SNF upon discharge from the hospital.  Despite the regulation changes, the resident shall be allowed priority readmission post hospitalization upon return to the facility to the first available appropriate bed.   

10. To calculate the annual bed hold/therapeutic leave calendar year for each resident admitted post July 19, 2010, the following is the rule:

 when criteria has been has been met for bed hold to be utilized, THE FIRST day that the resident has been in the facility and has one full day as Medicaid reimbursement , shall become their anniversary for bed hold/therapeutic leave calculations yearly.

 residents who were the in facility prior to July 19, 2010 shall have July 19th as their bed hold/therapeutic leave anniversary date.
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
